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Significant  Dates And Events of the Revolution in December 
 

    

 December 16, 1773 - The First Tea Party: Members of the Sons  

Of Liberty, dressed as Mohawk Indians, boarded British Tea 

Ships in Boston Harbor and tossed all of the tea chest overboard 

in protest of the Tea Tax imposed by Parliament. The action en-

rages the King and Parliament, who impose the ñCoercive 

Actsò- which closes the port of Boston to all trade in or out.  

Civil  administration in the Colony is replaced by military under 

General Thomas Gage. the colony is replaced by a military government under General Thomas Gage. 

 

December 30, 1775 ï After enduring months of hardship trekking through the Maine wilderness, the half-

starved men led by General Benedict Arnold arrive at the St. Lawrence River, across from Québec City.  

December 17, 1777 The Continental Army led by General George Washington                

moves to Valley Forge, Pennsylvania to establish Winter Quarters. The soldiers 

suffer terribly from the lack of adequate clothing, food, and shelter.  

 

                  December 26, 1779 - British Gen. Clinton sets sail from New York with 8000 

men and heads for Charleston, South Carolina, arriving there on February 1, 1780.  After a prolonged siege, 

General Benjamin Lincoln surrenders his army.  This would be the greatest loss of American troops ever until 

the surrender of American forces at Bataan, Philippines in World War II. 

December 14, 1782 - The British evacuate Charleston, South Carolina. 

December 15, 1782 - Strong objections are expressed by the French over the signing of the peace treaty in Par-

is, which ended the War between Britain and the United States.  The act violated the agreement between France 

and the United States that no treaty would be agreed upon without each consulting the other. Ben Franklin man-

ages to soothe the French and prevents a falling out between France and America. 

December 25, 1783 - Washington enters Manhattan as the last British troops leave New York. 

December 23, 1783 - Following a triumphant journey from New York to An-

napolis, George Washington, the victorious Commander in Chief of the Ameri-

can Revolutionary Army, appears before Congress and voluntarily resigns his 

commission - an event unprecedented in modern History!  Not since Lucius 

Quincitius Cincinnatus, Roman Dictator 458-439, voluntarily resigned his of-

fice and returned to his farm following service to Rome. A statue honoring 

Quincitius Cincinnatus is on display in Cincinnati, Ohio. The Society of Cin-

cinnatus was established to preserve ideals and fellowship of officers who 

served in the Revolutionary War.   

  December 14, 1799 - George Washington died at his home, Mount Vernon.

                                                          Washington Saves the Revolution 

 

December 26, 1776, under cover of darkness and a heavy snow 

storm, General Washington crosses the Delaware River with 2400 

men to attack the Hessian garrison at Trenton, New Jersey. The 

attack catches the besotted Hessians by complete surprise and 

Washington wins a decisive victory.  The Hessians losses are 21 

killed including their commander, Col. Rall ï with 90 wounded 

and 900 taken prisoners. American casualties are 4 wounded and 2 

men who succumbed to sleep and froze to death.  Among the 

American wounded in the battle was future President, Colonel 

James Monroe. Washington retreats back across the river to Penn-

sylvania with the captured Hessians and supplies.  On the 2
nd

 of    

January He crosses the Delaware again.  After eluding the British 

force led by General Cornwallis, Washington attacks the British 

Washington Crosses the Delaware by Emmanuel Leutze, 1851.   garrison at Princeton, scoring another victory. However, the ven-

ture is Metropolitan Museum of Art, New York City  is costly as General Hugh Mercer is killed in the battle.
